MNAPLES, May 29—Three German
divisions have been virtually wiped
oul thus far by the Allied offensive
-n Htaly, Gen. Sir Harold Alexander’s
headquarters reported today, and the
count of German prisoners now
exceeds [5.000. The three divisions
were the Tlist, 94th and 715th.

This indicated that the job Gen,
Alexander set out to do—to destroy
the Mazi armics south of Rome—was
now  about  one<fourth done, Field
Marshal Albeyt Kesselring was reported
to have had 12 divisions on his main
front,

A substaniial part of his remaining
eight divisions, some of them badly
maitled, remained in an area around
which the Fifth and Eighth Armies were
stendily tightening a net, while steiking
at the same time toward Rome.

The Chinese successfully combated
the Japs' modern mechanical warfare with
plodding catile yesterday in the snow-
capped mountains along the Burma
border, the highest battleground in the
world.

One line in the official communigue
from Chungking reporting new advances
despite monsoon rains on the Salween
River front said: “Herding catile along
the mountain trails, our troops cleared
glectric munes from the route." There
was no amplification, but apparently the
cattle were driven ahead of the troops 1o
blow up the mines by stepping on them.

At Myitkyina, important northern
Burma town toward which the offensive is
pimicd, fresh Chinese troops entered the
south&rm part of the village and stormed
tp within 800 wards of the railroad
station which other Chinese forces pre-
viously had won and lost

Fighter-Escort Strides

In U.S. Tactics Lauded |

AN RAF officer’s tribute to the revolutionary conversion of American
single-engine fighters into long-range escorts, giving protection 1o
. Aumerican bombers at a time when the whole theory of daylight bomb-
ing was facing its most crucial test, is contained in an article in The Spec-
tator by Wing Cmdr. Nigel Tangye, member of Gen, Spaatz’s staff.
_ Inthe spring of 1943, Tangye said, enemy fighter production was grow-
ing alarmingly, but U.S. bombers could not pierce the Luftwaffe’s defenses
to make the deep penetrations of Europe necessary to strike German air-
craft factories.
. However, the American air staff, in a move which Tangye called
contrary to the teachings of every staff college in the world,” discarded
the doctrine that single-seat fighters had to be confined to short-range
action, and at the end of the summer of 1943 it was apparent that American
pursuits “were quietly assuming the role of guard and shepherd” on mis-
sions deep in enemy territory. . '

Tangye estimated that as a result of the subsequent attacks on aircraft
plants German fighter output had been cut to one-eighth its planned rate
and that aggressive fighter actions had drastically reduced German first-
line air strength,

The change was brought about only by “the most
planning and technical ability,” Tangye said.

Dismissing the carrying of extra gas tanks as only part of the problem
Tang}re explained that the range of aircraft could not be doubled “with:
out introducing all manner of modifications, involving strengthening of
certain members and finding room for new accessories.” As an example
he pointed out that the tight-spaced fighters had to carry twice as much
ﬂx}'Eﬁ?

He takes a hot shower and is
thoroughly examined by a medical officer,
When there is no delousing to be done,
the sterilization plant may be utilized
cither as a laundry or to provide hot
showers for the troops.

Many other preparations have been
made to insure sanitation in  inva-
sion areas.  Medical sanilary outfils,
augmenting regular field sanilation by
individual units, will build a varjetv of
ficld conveniences ranging from all ivpes
of showers to ice-boxes, food containers
and soakage pits,
